It is also a
living laboratory, showcasing the ecological and biological processes of evolutionary
development. For this reason, the Gobi is home to Mongolia’s largest Special Protection
Area. These include Sections A and B of the Gobi Great Nature Reserve, which are among the
largest terrestrial protected areas globally.

Temperatures vary between +40°C in
simmer and -40°C in winter and receiving the lowest amount of rainfall, this is the hottest,

and most arid region in Mongolia.

Among
them is the Dzungarian cistanche and the white cistanche, also known as the desert flower.
These parasitic plants plays a vital role in maintaining the delicate balance of the Gobi
ecosystem. The white cistanche often thrives in the shade of saxaul trees.

Voice over: - The saxaul tree, with its roots reaching 10 meters deep into the ground in
search of water and moisture, helps to stabilize the sandy soil, creates habitat for many
species, and stores large amounts of carbon. Amidst the saxaul forest, the saxaul sparrow
finds sanctuary, living piously within the thickets of saxaul trees that provide shelter from the
strong sun, winds, and storms. The saxaul sparrow is listed in the Red Book of Mongolia and
is a native species of the Gobi, the saxaul sparrow is known to flock in the fall to feast on the
berries of the nitre bush.

Voice over: - It’s not just the saxaul sparrow that relies on the nitre bush for sustenance. The
Gobi bear, also known as the mazaalai, shares this connection. Found only in the desert of
the Transaltai Gobi and nowhere else, the mazaalai is the only brown bear subspecies
adapted to life in the desert. The mazaalai is only found in the Mongolian Gobi and its
population is less than 50 individuals. Its diet revolves around the rhubarb, which grows
stubbornly from the gravel and the rich oasis vegetation. Surviving in the world’s third-
largest desert requires resilience, whether in the rhubarb or the mazaalai... resilience is key.

Voice over: - The most crucial condition for survival in the Gobi Desert is water. Oases, which
make up just 1 percent of the vast desert, hold immense ecological value. These “treasure
islands” are vital, offering water and shelter to rare animals. Most of the Gobi’s plant species
thrive in these oases, as water is life itself. A remarkable creature capable of extracting
precious water from the earth for itself and others is the Asiatic wild ass or khulan, creating
water holes as much as 1 m deep in dry riverbeds with subniveaun water flow. They create
these so called “khulan diggings” with their hooves, and these khulan diggings provide water
for many other species as well. Around 80 percent of the global Asiatic wild ass population



live in the Gobi Desert. This underscores the need to to protect these beautiful and rare
creatures. Although they may seem plentiful in certain areas and at certain times, their
numbers barely match the number of domestic horses in a single subprovince of Mongolia

Scene: Unique natural formations of the Gobi. Rare plants and animals.

Voice over: - The extreme temperature in the Mongolian Gobi ranges from positive 40 to
negative 40 degrees Celsius throughout the year. With its extreme climate, due to its land-
locked location deep within the Asian continent, it is a land where many rare animals and
plants have developed unique adaptations to survive. It is our duty to protect these resilient
species. Why? Because, the Mongolian Gobi is the Great Wonder of Mongolia. Because, the
Mongolian Gobi is a World Heritage Site

Found nowhere else on earth,
the Mazaalai, surviving only in the Mongolian Gobi... Home to rare animals listed on both
global and national red lists, this extraordinary place is the Great Gobi Desert of Mongolia. It
is the pride of Mongolians - the Gobi Desert of Mongolia.

Voice over: -Our Gobi, a sanctuary for rare and endangered species of global significance, is
home to a small population of less than 50 Gobi bears (mazaalai) and fewer than 1,000 wild
camels. The wild camel is an own species and genetically different from te domestic bactrian



camel. They are very shy and sensitive to human disturbance, but superbly adapted to life in
the desert. They are ranked 8t among the rarest mammals in the world.

And then there is the Przewalski’s horse or takhi, the only wild horse species left on our
planet. The takhi once roamed freely over the plains of Mongolian, including the Gobi Desert.
Unfortunately they became extinct in the wild during the twentieth century. It has been 32
years since the first takhis, which survived in international zoos, were reintroduced back to
their native lands. Today, the population of free-ranging takhis in Mongolia has reached 700,
of which 300 live in the Gobi. Another noble animal of the Mongolian Gobi Desert is...

Scene: Black tailed gazelle. Snow leopard. Siberian Ibex. Argali

Voice over: -The black-tailed gazelle, a graceful creature capable of reaching speeds up to 60
kilometers per hour, is listed in both the international and Mongolian Red Lists. Mongolia is
home to the largest population of these gazelles, which once roamed the arid steppes and
deserts of Eurasia. If you climb the hills and mountains of the Gobi, you might encounter
other rare ungulates, such as the argali and the Siberian ibex, surefooted animals in
challanging terrain. And then, there is the snow leopard, a rare, majestic, and mysterious
predator. Over the past 20 years, its population in the wild has decreased by more than 20
percent. It is estimated that fewer than 4,000 snow leopards remain in the wild, around
1,000 in Mongolia, which makes Mongolia the second most important country for snow
leopard conservation. The primary food source for this largest carnivore of the Gobi is the
ibex. In addition to ibex, the argali sheep, known for its massive horns and impressive size,
can also be found in the hills of the Gobi Desert.

Voice over: - Many species of animals, including rare large mammals such as the mazaalai
(Gobi bear), Bactrian camel, and khulan, as well as rare reptiles like the largest lizard in
Mongolia, the Mongolian Agama, Plate-tailed Gecko, the Naked-toed Gecko, Tatary Sand
Boa, and the Steppe Ribbon Racer, call the Mongolian Gobi desert their home. The Gobi is
not as ordinary as it may first appear. It is a unique wonder of the world, a land that hosts
rare species found nowhere else on Earth - a diverse and rich land. It is our responsibility to
protect and preserve this extraordinary place. Why? Because, the Mongolian Gobi is the
Great Wonder of Mongolia. Because, the Mongolian Gobi is a World Heritage Site.

"artists" depicted the wildlife around them and their interaction with these animals.
Immortalized on the faces of these rocks, the imagination and exotic representations of these
lessons in evolution, continue to inspire awe. As if time has been frozen and preserved, this is
one of the wonders of the Mongolian Gobi. Unforgettable history, priceless value,
incomparable natural beauty, and inimitable nature of the Mongolian Gobi. Unforgettable,
priceless, incomparable, inimitable...

Voice over: - The Gobi, a word of just four letters, describes a vast space stretching endlessly
in all four directions. It is a unique ecosystem that has preserved its original appearance,
uniquely adapted flora and fauna, and stands as a place of global importance. In 2014, the
Mongolian Government nominated the Mongolian Gobi for the World Heritage Tentative
List. Why did Mongolia seek this recognition? Because the Gobi has a very low human
footprint and is lagely preserved in its original form. Because its size and pristiness it allows
for ecological processes to continue and as such meets the criteria for inclusion in the World
Heritage Convention’s Natural Heritage List.

Scene: World Heritage sites in Mongolian and abroad + Captions (Names of sites and
countries)

Voice over: -Then, what is World Heritage? It refers to the unique natural and cultural values
that transcend national borders. The Convention Concerning the Protection of World Cultural
and Natural Heritage, adopted by UNESCO, is an international agreement that encourages
nations to work hand in hand to protect and preserve natural, biological, and cultural
heritage. Mongolia has successfully registered two World Natural Heritage sites, the Uvs
Lake Basin in 2003 and the Dauria Landscape in 2017.

The Mongolian Gobi, currently included in the World Heritage Tentative List, is soon to be
inscribed on the World Natural Heritage List. This recognition will significantly contribute to



the global awarness of Mongolia’s role stewardship role in protection of animals along
transboundary migration corridors, the conservation of the world’s endangered species, and
the awareness of the fragile and rare ecosystem of the Mongolian Gobi.

Scene: A collage of the extraordinary nature, animals, and plants of the Gobi desert. Slow
motion.

Voice over: -Today, it is meaningless to talk of climate change in one soum (subprovince) or
environmental degradation in one aimag (province). Transcending borders, ecological
problems have become a shared challenge for humanity. So we must act together, wherever
we may live. Mother Nature and our homeland are not the property of our generation alone.
We have a responsibility to pass on the land we have inherited from our ancestors to our
future generations. We must not only entrust it to our own descendants but to the future
generations of all life on Mother Earth. Why? Because, the Mongolian Gobi is the Great
Wonder of Mongolia. Because, the Mongolian Gobi is a World Heritage Site.

VOICE OVER/GRAPHIC TITLE: - The Gobi... A name, short in length yet vast in meaning.
Stretching across Southern Mongolia, the Gobi is a unique landscape encompassing desert-
steppe, semi-desert, and true desert habitats. Welcome to the largest desert in Asia, the
third largest in the world, after the Sahara and Arabian deserts. A land with minimal human
presence for hundreds of kilometers. An otherworldly landscape akin to an alien planet, and
plants and animals that can only be found in the Gobi desert... Over 90 species of mammals,
about 300 species of birds, 5 species of snakes, 12 species of lizards, 2 species of amphibians,
and more than 400 species of plants... Among them, there are many rare and endemic
species, native to Mongolia only, and listed on both the regional and global red lists of
threatened species.

VOICE OVER: - Mongolia has nominated the Mongolian Gobi Desert, a unique ecosystem
with diverse habitats, for World Heritage status. The area nominated spans eight million
hectares, or 80,000 square kilometers. To put it into perspective, this is larger than Belgium
and Switzerland combined, and comparable in size to the entire territory of the United Arab
Emirates. Now, let’s take a brief look at some of the species that call the seemingly endless
Gobi Desert their home.

* The Gobi Bear — Mazaalai (Ursus arctos gobiensis)

- The Gobi Bear is the rarest brown bear on our planet. Found only in Mongolia’s Gobi
Desert, this desert adapted subspecies is estimated to number no more than 50
individuals today.

* Wild Bactrian Camel {Camelus ferus)

- The Wild Bactrian Camel, the closest relative of the domesticated two-humped Bactrian
camel, is among the rarest mammals on the planet. With fewer than a thousand individuals
remaining, this shy and reclusive species inhabits the vast expanse of the Gobi Desert. It is
ranked as the 8th rarest mammal in the world.

* Przewalski's Horse (Equus ferus przewalskii)

- It is the world’s only true wild horse. Once native to the plains of Mongolia, it became
extinct in the wild during the 20th century. However, the Takhi or the Przewalski's Horse
survived in international zoos and has been successfully reintroduced to its natural habitat
since 1992. It has now been 32 years since this remarkable species returned to the Gobi from
captivity.

* Asiatic Wild Ass (Equus hemionus)

-Another species holding the title of “the most” is the Khulan or the Asiatic Wild Ass. It is the
most mobile of all migratory or nomadic ungulates in the world. Nearly 80 percent of the
global khulan population is found in Mongolia’s Gobi Desert.

* Black-tailed gazelle (Gazella subgutturosa), Argali (Ovis ammon), Snow leopard
(Uncia uncia), Gobi Ibex (Capra sibirica), and others...

-From the black-tailed gazelle, the iconic inhabitant of the Tsaidam Basin, and the majestic
argali sheep, the largest of its kind, to the elusive snow leopard, the agile ibex, and rare
reptiles, the Mongolian Gobi Desert is home to a remarkable range of species that appear on
the Red List of Threatened Species.

SCENE: Gobi flora — Saxaul forest, poplar, rhubarb, etc. Oasis. Shots of unique formations
and places such as Eej Khairkhan Mountain, Alag Khairkhan Mountain, etc.

VOICE OVER: - Researchers consider the Gobi desert a magnificent ecosystem deserving of
world heritage status. But what makes the Mongolian Gobi worthy of nomination for the
UNESCO World Heritage List? How does this extraordinary desert meet the criteria for a
natural heritage site of global importance?

* Criterion 7. The importance of unmatched beauty and aesthetics of nature

* VOICE OVER: - To the south of Mongolia's vast steppes, the Siberian larch forests give
way to the dry steppes of Eurasia’s temperate zone, which gradually merge with the



vast deserts of Central Asia. A unique ecosystem that formed in this strip is the
Mongolian Gobi. Nestled deep within Central Asia, this remote desert, remains a
living encyclopedia, telling the story of Earth’s natural history from its beginnings to
the present. Here the Mongolian Gobi, this unique ecosystem, a sanctuary for
creatures that have survived and adapted to a life of extremes and change, the
stands out as a singular and irreplaceable frontier of our planet.

VOICE OVER: - The Mongolian Gobi is a natural museum preserving the remnants of ancient
life, geology, and geomorphology. It harbors a wealth of Cretaceous period geological relics
including dinosaur fossils.

* Criterion 9. A unique example of ecological and biological processes occurring in the
development of terrestrial ecosystems and evolution.

VOICE OVER: - The Mongolian Gobi is a land of harsh conditions and fierce competition, with
dramatic fluctuations in air and soil temperatures between winter and summer of as much
as 80°C. Yet, because of its harsh climate, the Gobi stands out for its unique habitats and
diverse plant life. This ecosystem, home to species that have adapted specifically to survive in
the harsh conditions of the Gobi, is a showcase of what evolution is capable of thus truly
deserving of recognition on the Red List of Ecosystems.

TITLE/FOTO, VIDEO:

* Criterion 10. Protecting biodiversity and providing habitat for rare and endangered
species of value to the world

VOICE OVER: - In the Mongolian Gobi, one can witness steep rocky ridges, vast ravines, sand
dunes, dry lakebeds, and underground water-fed oases. The landscape also has a surprising
diverse vegetation, including saxaul forests, tamarix groves, poplar and aspen forests, elm
trees, almond shrubs, common saltwort, and evergreen bushes.

VOICE OVER: - We have introduced you to one of the most remote and pristine regions on
Earth. Extreme, mysterious, beautiful, invaluable, and in need of protection for future
generations... This is a place worth of World Heritage status - the Mongolian Gobi.
